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Chapter 1, Sections 1 and 2

1. Kinship network means a group of relatives, or kin, such as parents, children, grandparents, aunts, uncles, cousins, and those who had married into the family. The book says about this concept that clan is one kind of kinship network.

2. Hierarchy is European’s belief that everything, from the universe to the average household, is a part of this.

3. Crusades spark European interest in Asia by Europeans who fought in Crusades bringing back with them Asian products such as spices, perfumes, and exotic fabrics.
4. Native American view land use as taking advantage of the land and not a right choice to sell land and make profit out of it.
5. European merchants were eager to find new ways to reach Asian markets because the access to Asian goods was the key to profitable trade in Europe. Also those trade routes to Asia were long, dangerous routes over land.

6. European diseases spread rapidly among the Native Americans because of their lack of hygiene, medical practices, and being isolated from one another, plus having no resistance to one another’s diseases.
7. Contact with the Americans brought to Europe new crops such as potato, manioc, and the amount of gold, silver and ores from the mines of the Americas.
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
