1. The qualities or beliefs of the Puritans hat enabled them o deal with the hardships they encountered on their voyage are self-confidence of one another and as whole, their belief to the will of God and their knowledge of the toughness of the ship.
2. The treaty of Massasoit is equally favorable to both parties by being fair to both groups and distributing the consequences equally.
