In a democratic society, everyone must 

adhere to the same laws (including leaders). No one really has any extra 

power in a democratic society. Laws should be known, predictable, and 

impartial. Even the government is subject to law. In a democratic society 

people enjoy many personal freedoms such as freedom of religion and 

freedom of speech. Democratic Citizens should respect the rights of others. 

Democratic society is only successful if the citizens are following these 

rules.
