1. Personal Essay 






40 points
A personal essay (no longer than two (2) pages) from the applicant, to be self-titled,
based on participation in a TRIO program (ETS, SSS, UB, UBMS) and how that program has helped the applicant.
2. Letters of Recommendation & Nomination 



15 points
A. A letter of recommendation from the student’s high school guidance counselor or college advisor, professor, teacher or  past employer, etc. that can focus on the student’s character, motivation, etc.
B. A letter of nomination from a 2008-09 dues paid KAEOPP member.

3. Scholarship 







20 points
Appropriate academic records should be submitted with the application, i.e., high school or college transcript(s), ACT/SAT scores, overall GPA, etc.

4. Activities 







15 points
A list of all relevant activities in which the individual has participated. Examples: clubs or other organizations; offices held in clubs, community organizations, or school; band, choir, or performing arts activities; church, civic, or other community related work; or any other activities that the applicant feels are relevant.

5. Honors and Awards 






10 points
A complete list of awards and/or recognition should be included.
