Educational Achievement Funds 

(The Frederick Gorgas Memorial Scholarship)
PURPOSE

Policy guidance on educational achievement funds program.

SCOPE

Applies to all members of the Fort Monmouth Chapter NCMA and other qualified individuals as designated herein.

GENERAL

The Educational Achievement program is designed to provide Chapter members and other qualified individuals chapter level Educational Achievement program funds and thus complement NCMA’s educational goals by helping students obtain education in skills and disciplines supporting contract management and related courses of study.  This Chapter Educational Achievement program encourages education in the contracting profession and related courses of study as defined by the Association’s Body of Knowledge.

As funding is available, the Chapter may budget for Educational Achievement programs from operating revenue.  The Chapter Vice President for Membership is responsible to present Educational Achievement award recommendations to the  Chapter Executive Council during the month of May each program year.  Prior to making any distribution of funds, the Chapter Executive Council will determine the availability of funds to support the program for the current program year.

PROCEDURES

Chapter Educational Achievement program supplemental funding requests shall be submitted to the Chapter Vice President for Membership not later than April 30th each program year.  The Chapter Vice President for Membership will review the applications,  contact applicants if necessary to improve documentation, and submit the applications to the Chapter Executive Council by May 15th.  The Chapter Executive Council will review the applications and submit their report to the Chapter President.  Based on the Executive Council recommendations, the Chapter President will approve and publish the listing of awardees by June 1st.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
In order to be eligible to compete for this scholarship, a candidate must meet the following basic criteria:

1.
Candidate must be enrolled in a degree or certificate program in a federal government or accredited  private or public university

2.
Candidate must be a Fort Monmouth Area Chapter NCMA member or associate member, or
3. Candidate must be a full‑time student or a part‑time student that is a dependent of a Fort Monmouth Area Chapter NCMA member or

4. Candidate must be a military or civilian employee of a Government Agency located at Fort Monmouth, New Jersey

Past scholarship recipients are not eligible.

AWARD CRITERIA
The committee in evaluating each application will award points up to the limit provided for each area identified below:

1.  Essay

2.  Source and Content of Letters of Recommendation

35 pts

3.  Grade Point Average




10 pts
